Teachers
and helpers have shown
incredible patience and
dedication to their jobs, but
some of us feel as though we're
running out of ideas ...
In the midst of all this it would be easy
not to notice when kids come to teachers
asking those questions about prayer, Jesus,

increasing frequency (six today, across three
different classes!). If the answers to those
questions sink in and take root, then we'll
have done what we came here for.

The team continues to praise God for
these successes, and for the many miracles
God continues to do every day ... The
harmony among the staff has really been
amazing, reflecting that Jesus is our centre
and He transcends geography, nationality,
and culture.”
